1 (v.1:2) Lord: The actual word used in the Qur'an is Rabb. There is no proper
equivalent for Rabb in English language. It means the One and the Only Lord for
all the universe, its Creator, Owner, Organizer, Provider, Master, Planner,
Sustainer, Cherisher, and Giver of security. Rabb is also one of the Names of
Allah. We have used the word “Lord” as the nearest to Rabb. All occurrences of
“Lord” in the interpretation of the meanings of the Noble Qur'an actually mean
Rabb and should be understood as such.

Narrated Anas «s &1 ,>,; The Prophet ., s &1 Lo said, “On the Day of
Resurrection the believers will assemble and say, ‘Let us ask somebody to
intercede for us with our Lord.’ So they will go to Adam and say, ‘You are the father
of all the people, and Allah created you with His Own Hands, and ordered the
angels to prostrate themselves to you, and taught you the names of all things; so
please intercede for us with your Lord, so that He may relieve us from this place of
ours.” Adam will say, ‘I am not fit for this (i.e. intercession for you).’ Then Adam will
remember his sin and feel ashamed thereof. He will say, ‘Go to Nah (Noah), for he
was the first Messenger Allah sent to the inhabitants of the earth.’ They will go to
him and Nah (Noah) will say, ‘l am not fit for this undertaking.’ He will remember
his appeal to his Lord to do something of which he had no knowledge, then he will
feel ashamed thereof and will say, ‘Go to Khalil-ur-Rahméan* [i.e. Ibrahim
(Abraham)]. They will go to him and he will say, ‘I am not fit for this undertaking.
Go to Miasa (Moses), the slave to whom Alldh spoke (directly) and gave him the
Taurat (Torah).” So they will go to him and he will say, ‘I| am not fit for this
undertaking,” and he will mention (his) killing a person who was not a killer, and so
he will feel ashamed thereof before his Lord, and he will say, ‘Go to ‘Isa (Jesus),
Allah’s slave, His Messenger and Allah’s Word and a spirit coming from Him.** ‘Isa
(Jesus) will say, ‘l am not fit for this undertaking, go to Muhammad,i-, ¢ &1 Jlo
the slave of Allah whose past and future sins were forgiven by Allah.’ So they will
come to me and | will proceed till | ask my Lord’s Permission and | will be given
permission. When | see my Lord, | will fall down in prostration and He will let me
remain in that state as long He wishes and then | will be addressed.’ (Muhammad!)
Raise your head. Ask, and your request will be granted; say, and your saying will
be listened to; intercede, and your intercession will be accepted.’ | will raise my
head and praise Allah with a saying (i.e. invocation) He will teach me, and then |
will intercede. He will fix a limit for me (to intercede) whom | will admit into
Paradise. Then | will come back again to Allah, and when | see my Lord, the same
thing will happen to me.

but those whom the Qur'an has imprisoned (in Hell) and who have been destined to
an eternal stay in Hell.””

He said, “Would you
exchange that which is better for that which is
lower? Go you down to any town and you
shall find what you want!” And they were
covered with humiliation and misery, and
they drew on themselves the Wrath of Alldh.
That was because they used to disbelieve the
Ayat  (proofs, evidences, verses, lessons,
signs, revelations etc.) of Alldh and killed the
Prophets wrongfully. That was because they
disobeyed and used to transgress the bounds
(in their disobedience to Alldh, i.e. commit
crimes and sins).

62. Verily! Those who believe and those
who are Jews and Christians, and Sabians,
whoever believes in Alldh and the Last Day
and does righteous good deeds shall have

63. And (O Children of Israel, remember)
when We took your covenant and We raised
above you the Mount (saying): “Hold fast to
that which We have given you, and remember
that which is therein so that you may become
Al-Muttaqiin (the pious — See V.2:2).

64. Then after that you turned away. Had
it not been for the Grace and Mercy of Alldh
upon you, indeed you would have been
among the losers.

65. And indeed you knew those amongst
you who transgressed in the matter of the
Sabbath (i.e. Saturday). We said to them: “Be
you monkeys, despised and rejected.”

66.So We made this punishment an
example to their own and to succeeding
generations and a lesson to those who are A/-
Muttagiin (the pious — See V.2:2).

67. And (remember) when Miisd (Moses)
said to his people: “Verily, Alldh commands
you that you slaughter a cow.” They said,
“Do you make fun of us?” He said, “I take
Alldh’s Refuge from being among Al-Jéhilin
(the ignorant or the foolish).”

68. They said, “Call upon your Lord for
us that He may make plain to us what it is!”
He said, “He says, ‘Verily, it is a cow neither
too old nor too young, but (it is) between the
two conditions’, so do what you are
commanded.”

69. They said, “Call upon your Lord for
us to make plain to us its colour.” He said,
“He says, ‘It is a yellow cow, bright in its
colour, pleasing the beholders.” ”

72. And (remember) when you killed a
man and fell into dispute among yourselves as
to the crime. But Alldh brought forth that
which you were hiding.

73.So We said: “Strike him (the dead
man) with a piece of it (the cow).” Thus Allah
brings the dead to life and shows you His
Aydt  (proofs, evidences, verses, lessons,
signs, revelations, etc.) so that you may
understand.

74. Then, after that, your hearts were
hardened and became as stones or even worse
in hardness. And indeed, there are stones out
of which rivers gush forth, and indeed, there
are of them (stones) which split asunder so
that water flows from them, and indeed, there
are of them (stones) which fall down for fear
of Alldh. And Alldh is not unaware of what
you do.

75. Do you (faithful believers) covet that
they will believe in your religion inspite of
the fact that a party of them (Jewish rabbis)
used to hear the Word of Allah [the Taurat
(Torah)], then they used to change it
knowingly after they understood it?

76. And when they (Jews) meet those who
believe (Muslims), they say, “We believe”,
but when they meet one another in private,
they say, “Shall you (Jews) tell them
(Muslims) what Alldh has revealed to you
[Jews, about the description and the qualities
of Prophet Muhammad ¢l ale &1 Lo,
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which are written in the Taurat (Torah)]'",

that they (Muslims) may argue with you
(Jews) about it before your Lord?”” Have you
(Jews) then no understanding?

77. Know they (Jews) not that Allah
knows what they conceal and what they
reveal?

78. And there are among them (Jews)
unlettered people, who know not the Book,
but they trust upon false desires and they but
guess.

79. Then woe to those who write the Book
with their own hands and then say, “This is
from Allah,” to purchase with it a little price!
Woe to them for what their hands have
written and woe to them for that they earn
thereby.

80. And they (Jews) say, “The Fire (i.e.
Hell-fire on the Day of Resurrection) shall
not touch us but for a few numbered days.”
Say (O Muhammad plw s 4l &1 Lo to them):
“Have you taken a covenant from Allah, so
that Alldh will not break His Covenant? Or is
it that you say of Alldh what you know not?”

81. Yes! Whosoever earns evil and his sin
has surrounded him, they are dwellers of the
Fire (i.e. Hell); they will dwell therein
forever.

82. And those who believe (in the
Oneness of Alldh \\w - Islamic Monotheism)
and do righteous good deeds, they are
dwellers of Paradise, they will dwell therein
forever. (See V.2:257)

83. And (remember) when We took a
covenant from the Children of Israel,
(saying): Worship none but Alldh (Alone) and
be dutiful and good to parents, and to
kindred, and to orphans and Al-Masdkin

Then you slid back, except a few
of you, while you are backsliders. (Tafsir Al-

84. And (remember) when We took your
covenant (saying): Shed not the blood of your
(people), nor turn out your own people from
their dwellings. Then, (this) you ratified and
(to this) you bear witness.

85. After this, it is you who kill one
another and drive out a party of you from
their homes, assist (their enemies) against
them, in sin and transgression. And if they
come to you as captives, you ransom them,
although their expulsion was forbidden to
you. Then do you believe in a part of the
Scripture and reject the rest? Then what is the
recompense of those who do so among you,
except disgrace in the life of this world, and
on the Day of Resurrection they shall be
consigned to the most grievous torment. And
Alléh is not unaware of what you do.

86. Those are they who have bought the
life of this world at the price of the Hereafter.
Their torment shall not be lightened nor shall
they be helped.

87. And indeed, We gave Miisa (Moses)
the Book and followed him up with a
succession of Messengers. And We gave ‘Isa
(Jesus), the son of Maryam (Mary), clear
signs and supported him with Riih-ul-Qudus
[Jibrael (Gabriel) ¢M—di le]. Is it that
whenever there came to you a Messenger
with what you yourselves desired not, you
grew arrogant? Some you disbelieved and
some you killed.

88. And they say, “Our hearts are wrapped
(i.e. do not hear or understand Alldh’s
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to other, that others may give him something in charity, and who does not beg of
people.” (Sahih Al-Bukhéri, Vol. 2, Hadith No. 557). [Please also see Tafsir At-

Tabari (Verse 9:60)]
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Word).” Nay, Alldh has cursed them for their AR

disbelief, so little is that which they believe.

89. And when there came to them (the
Jews), a Book (this Qur’an) from Alldh
confirming what is with them [the Taurét
(Torah) and the Injeel (Gospel)], although
aforetime they had invoked Allah (for coming
of Muhammad ol «ls &' JL») in order to
gain victory over those who disbelieved, then
when there came to them that which they had
recognised, they disbelieved in it. So let the
Curse of Allah be on the disbelievers.

90. How bad is that for which they have
sold their ownselves, that they should
disbelieve in that which Alldh has revealed
(the Qur’an), grudging that Alldh should
reveal of His Grace unto whom He wills of
His slaves. So they have drawn on themselves
wrath upon wrath. And for the disbelievers,
there is disgracing torment.

91. And when it is said to them (the Jews),
“Believe in what Allah has sent down,” they
say, “We believe in what was sent down to
us.” And they disbelieve in that which came
after it, while it is the truth confirming
what is with them. Say (O Muhammad l-

y4zde &) to them): “Why then have you
illed the Prophets of Alldh aforetime, if you
indeed have been believers?”

92. And indeed Miisd (Moses) came to
you with clear proofs, yet you worshipped the
calf after he left, and you were Zdlimiin
(polytheists and wrong-doers).

93. And (remember) when We took your
covenant and We raised above you the Mount
(saying), “Hold firmly to what We have given
you and hear (Our Word).” They said, “We
have heard and disobeyed.” And their hearts
absorbed (the worship of) the calf because of
their disbelief. Say: “Worst indeed is that
which your faith enjoins on you ifyou are
believers.”

94. Say to (them): “If the home of the
Hereafter with Alldh is indeed for you
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specially and not for others, of mankind, then
long for death if you are truthful.”

95. But they will never long for it because
of what their hands have sent before them
(i.e. what they have done). And Allah is All-
Aware of the Zdlimin (polytheists and
wrong-doers).

96. And verily, you will find them (the Jews)
the greediest of mankind for life and (even
greedier) than those who ascribe partners to
Allah (and do not believe in Resurrection
— Majiis, pagans, and idolaters). Everyone of
them wishes that he could be given a life of a
thousand years. But the grant of such life will
not save him even a little from (due)
punishment. And Alldh is All-Seer of what
they do.

97.Say (O Muhammad ¢l s le &1 Lo):
“Whoever is an enemy to Jibrael (Gabriel)
(let him die in his fury), for indeed he has
brought it (this Qur’an) down to your heart by
Allah’s  Permission, confirming what came
before it [i.e. the Taurdt (Torah) and the
Injeel (Gospel)] and guidance and glad
tidings for the believers.

98. “Whoever is an enemy to Allah, His
Angels, His Messengers, Jibrael (Gabriel) and
Mikael (Michael), then verily, Alldh is an
enemy to the disbelievers.”

99. And indeed We have sent down to you
manifest Aydt (these Verses of the Qur’an
which inform in detail about the news of the
Jews and their secret intentions, etc.), and
none disbelieve in them but Fdsiqiin (those
who rebel against Alldh’s Command).

100. Is it not (the case) that every time they
make a covenant, some party among them throw
it aside? Nay! (the truth is:) most of them believe
not.

101. And when there came to them a
Messenger, from Alldh (i.e. Muhammad L.
¢t 4l &1) confirming what was with them,
a party of those who were given the Scripture
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threw away the Book of Allah behind their
backs as if they did not know!

102. They followed what the Shaydtin

That is more virtuous and purer for you.
Allah knows and you know not.

233. The mothers shall give suck to their
children for two whole years, (that is) for
those (parents) who desire to complete the
term of suckling, but the father of the child
shall bear the cost of the mother’s food and
clothing on a reasonable basis. No person
shall have a burden laid on him greater than
he can bear. No mother shall be treated
unfairly on account of her child, nor father on
account of his child. And on the (father’s)
heir is incumbent the like of that (which was
incumbent on the father). If they both decide
on weaning, by mutual consent, and after due
consultation, there is no sin on them. And if
you decide on a foster suckling-mother for
your children, there is no sin on you,
provided you pay (the mother) what you
agreed (to give her) on reasonable basis. And
fear Alldh and know that Alldh is All-Seer of
what you do.

234. And those of you who die and leave
wives behind them, they (the wives) shall wait
(as regards their marriage) for four
months and ten days, then when they have
fulfilled their term, there is no sin on you if
they (the wives) dispose of themselves in a
just and honourable manner (i.e. they can
marry). And Alldh is Well-Acquainted with
what you do.

235. And there is no sin on you if you
make a hint of betrothal or conceal it in
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yourself, Allah knows that you will remember
them, but do not make a promise of contract
with them in secret except that you speak an
hon?ilfable saying according to the Islamic
law."* And do not consummate the marriage
until the term prescribed is fulfilled. And
know that Alldh knows what is in your minds,
so fear Him. And know that Alldh is Oft-
Forgiving, Most Forbearing.

236. There is no sin on you, if you divorce
women while yet you have not touched (had
sexual relation with) them, nor appointed
unto them their Mahr (bridal-money given by
the husband to his wife at the time of
marriage). But bestow on them (a suitable
gift), the rich according to his means, and the
poor according to his means, a gift of
reasonable amount is a duty on the doers of
good.

237. And if you divorce them before you
have touched (had a sexual relation with)
them, and you have appointed unto them the
Mahr (bridal-money given by the husband to
his wife at the time of marriage), then pay
half of that (Mahr), unless they (the women)
agree to forego it, or he (the husband), in
whose hands is the marriage tie, agrees to
forego and give her full appointed Mahr. And
to forego and give (her the full Mahr) is
nearer to At-Tagwa (piety, righteousness).
And do not forget liberality between
yourselves. Truly, Alldh is All-Seer of what
you do.

Allah  J» , 5+, the Most High, like His Face, Eyes, Hands, Shins, (Legs), His Coming, His

qualified Him in the true authentic Prophet's Ah4dith (narrations) as regards His Qualities
like [Nuzdll, His Descent or His laughing and others, the religious scholars of the Quran
and the Sunnah believe in these Qualities of Allah and they confirm that these are really His

Qualities, without Ta'wil (interpreting their meanings into different things) or Tashbih”
(giving resemblance or similarity to any of the creatures) or [Ta'til] (completely ignoring or

denying them i.e., there is no Face, or Eyes or Hands, or Shins for Allah). These Qualities
befit or suit only for Allah Alone, and He does not resemble any of (His) creatures. As

Allah’'s Statement (in the Qur'an): (1) “There is nothing like Him, and He is the All-Hearer,
the All-Seer " (V.42:11) (2) There is none comparable unto Him (V.112:4).”

And whoever desires a reward in (this)
world, We shall give him of it; and whoever
desires a reward in the Hereafter, We shall
give him thereof. And We shall reward the
grateful.

146. And many a Prophet (i.e. many
from amongst the Prophets) fought (in
Allah’s Cause) and along with him (fought)
large bands of religious learned men. But
they never lost heart for that which did
befall them in Alldh’s Way, nor did they
weaken nor degrade themselves. And Alldh
loves As-Sdbirin (the patient).

147. And they said nothing but: “Our
Lord! Forgive us our sins and our
transgressions (in keeping our duties to
You), establish our feet firmly, and give us
victory over the disbelieving folk.”

148. So Alldh gave them the reward of
this world, and the excellent reward of the
Hereafter. And Allédh loves Al-Mubhsiniin
(the good-doers — See the footnote of
V.3:134 and of V.9:120).

149. O you who believe! If you obey those
who disbelieve, they will send you back on
your heels, and you will turn back (from
Faith) as losers." I

150. Nay, Alldh is your Mauld (Patron,
Lord, Helper, Protector), and He is the Best
of helpers.
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1 (v.3:149) What is said about residence (staying) in the land of Ash-Shirk (polytheism i.e.

the land where polytheism is practised). Narrated Samurah bin Jundub <= &1 s

together, Ilves and stays (permanently) with a Mushrik (polytheist or a disbeliever in the
Oneness of Allah, etc.) and agrees to his ways, opinion, etc. and (enjoys) his living with him
(Mushrik) then he (that Muslim) is like him (Mushrik). (This Hadith indicates that a Muslim
should not stay in a non-Muslim country, he must emigrate to a Muslim country, where

Islam is practised.)” [The Book of Jihdd, Abu Dawid).
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151. We shall cast terror into the hearts
of those who disbelieve, because they joined
others in worship with Allah, for which He
had sent no authority; their abode will be the
Fire and how evil is the abode of the
Zdlimin (polytheists and wrong-doers).

152. And Alldh did indeed fulfil His
Promise to you when you were killing them
(your enemy) with His Permission; until (the
moment) you lost your courage and fell to
disputing about the order, and disobeyed
after He showed you (of the booty) which
you love. Among you are some that desire
this world and some that desire the
Hereafter. Then He made you flee from
them (your enemy), that He might test you.
But surely, He forgave you, and Allédh is
Most Gracious to the believers.

153. (And remember) when you ran
away (dreadfully) without even casting a
side glance at anyone, and the Messenger
(Muhammad .y s &1 (o) Was in your rear
calling you back. There did Allah give you
one distress after another by way of requital
to teach you not to grieve for that which had
escaped you, nor for that which had befallen
you. And Alldh is Well-Aware of all that
you do.

154. Then after the distress, He sent
down security for you. Slumber overtook a
party of you, while another party was
thinking about themselves (as how to save
their ownselves, ignoring the others and the
Prophet ., <& &1 J) and thought wrongly
of Alldh — the thought of ignorance. They
said, “Have we any part in the affair?” Say
(O Muhammad g, «s &1 o) “Indeed the
affair belongs wholly to Alldh.” They hide
within themselves what they dare not reveal
to you, saying: “If we had anything to do
with the affair, none of us would have been
killed here.” Say: “Even if you had remained
in your homes, those for whom death was
decreed would certainly have gone forth to
the place of their death,” but that Alldh
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mnght test what is in your breasts; and to

urtﬁz that which was in your hearts (sins),
and Allah is All-Knower of what is in (your)
breasts.

155. Those of you who turned back on
the day the two hosts met (i.e. the battle of
Uhud), it was Shaitdn (Satan) who caused
them to backslide (run away from the
battlefield) because of some (sins) they had
earned. But Alldh, indeed, has forgiven
them. Surely, Alldh is Oft-Forgiving, Most
Forbearing.

156. O you who believe! Be not like
those who disbelieve (hypocrites) and who
say to their brethren when they travel
through the earth or go out to fight: “If they
had stayed with us, they would not have died
or been Kkilled,” so that Allah may make it a
cause of regret in their hearts. It is Allah that
gives life and causes death. And Allsh is
All-Seer of what you do.

157. And if you are Kkilled or die in the
Way of Alldh, forgiveness and mercy from
Alldh are far better than all that they amass
(of worldly wealths).

158. And whether you die, or are killed,
verily, unto Alldh you shall be gathered.

159. And by the Mercy of Alldh, you
dealt with them gently. And had you been
severe and harsh-hearted, they would have
broken away from about you; so pass over
(their faults), and ask (Alldh’s) Forgiveness
for them; and consult them in the affairs.
Then when you have taken a decision, put
your trust in Alldh, certainly, Alldh loves
those who put their trust (in Him).

160. If Alldh helps you, none can
overcome you; and if He forsakes you, who

Alladh and the Messenger (Muhammad .
ply «ds 1) after being wounded; for those of
them who did good deeds and feared Alléh,
there is a great reward.
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173. Those (i.e. believers) unto whom
the people (hypocrites) said, “Verily, the
people (pagans) have gathered against you

said: “Allah (Alone) is Sufficient for us, and

174. So they returned with Grace and
Bounty from Allah. No harm touched them;

176. And let not those grieve you (O
Muhammad .y < &1 o) Who rush with
haste to disbelieve; verily, not the least harm
will they do to Allah. Itis Alldh’s Will to
give them no portion in the Hereafter. For
them there is a great torment.

177. Verily, those who purchase
disbelief at the price of Faith, not the least
harm will they do to Alldh. For them, there
is a painful torment.

184. Then if they reject you (O

with Al-Bayyindt (clear signs, proofs,
evidences) and the Scripture and the Book
of Enlightenment.

185. Everyone shall taste death. And
only on the Day of Resurrection shall you be
paid your wages in full. And whoever is
removed away from the Fire and admitted to
Paradise, he indeed is successful. The life of
this world is only the enjoyment of
deception (a deceiving thing).

186. You shall certainly be tried and
tested in your wealth and properties and in
your personal selves, and you shall certainly
hear much that will grieve you from those
who received the Scripture before you (Jews
and Christians) and from those who ascribe
partners to Alldh; but if you persevere
patiently, and become Al-Muttaqiin (the
pious — See V.2:2) then verily, that will be
a determining factor in all affairs (and that is
from the great matters which you must hold
on with all your efforts).

187. (And remember) when Alldh took a
covenant from those who were given the
Scripture (Jews and Christians) to make it
(the news of the coming of Prophet
Muhammad ., < &1 Jo and the religious
knowledge) known and clear to mankind,
and not to hide it, but they threw it away
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behind their backs, and purchased with it
some miserable gain! And indeed worst is
that which they bought.

188. Think not that those who rejoice in
what they have done (or brought about), and
love to be praised for what they have not
done,— think not you that they are rescued
from the torment, and for them is a painful
torment.

189. And to Alldh belongs the dominion
of the heavens and the earth, and Alldh has
power over all things.

190. Verily! In the creation of the
heavens and the earth, and in the alternation
of night and day, there are indeed signs for
men of understanding.

191. Those = who remember Alldh
(always, and in prayers) standing, sitting,
and lying down on their sides, and think
deeply about the creation of the heavens and
the earth, (saying): “Our Lord! You have not
created (all) this without purpose, glory to
You! (Exalted are You above all that they
associate with You as partners).

194. “Our Lord! Grant us what You
promised unto us through Your Messengers
and disgrace us not on the Day of
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Resurrection, for You never break (Your)
Promise.”

195. So their Lord accepted of them (their
supplication and answered them), “Never
will I allow to be lost the work of any of
you, be he male or female. You are
(members) one of another, so those who
emigrated and were driven out from their
homes, and suffered harm in My Cause, and
who fought, and were killed (in My Cause),
verily, 1 will expiate from them their evil
deeds and admit them into Gardens under
which rivers flow (in Paradise); a reward
from Alldh, and with Alldh is the best of
rewards.”

196. Let not the free disposal (and
affluence) of the disbelievers throughout the
land deceive you.

197.A brief enjoyment; then, their ultimate
abode is Hell; and worst indeed is that place
for rest.

198.But, for those who fear their Lord, are
Gardens under which rivers flow (in
Paradise); therein are they to dwell (for
ever), an entertainment from Alldh; and that
which is with All4h is the Best for Al-Abrar
(the believers of Islamic Monotheism, the
pious and righteous).

199. And there are, certainly, among the
people of the Scripture (Jews and
Christians), those who believe in Allah and
in that which has been revealed to you, and
in that which has been revealed to them,
humbling themselves before Allah. They do
not sell the Verses of Allah for a little price,
for them is a reward with their Lord. Surely,
Allah is Swift in account.

200. O you who believe! Endure and be
more patient (than your enemy), and guard
your territory by stationing army units
permanently at the places from where the
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enemy can attack you, and fear Allah, so
that you may be successful.

4. And give to the women (whom you
marry) their Mahr (obligatory bridal-money
given by the husband to his wife at the time
of marriage) with a good heart; but if they,
of their own good pleasure, remit any part of
it to you, take it, and enjoy it without fear of
any harm (as Alldh has made it lawful).

5. And give not unto the foolish your
property which Alldh has made a means of

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support for you,“' but feed and clothe them
therewith, and speak to them words of
kindness and justice.

6. And try orphans (as regards their
intelligence) until they reach the age of
marriage; if then you find sound judgement
in them, release their property to them, but
consume it not wastefully and hastily
fearing that they should grow up, and
whoever (amongst guardians) is rich, he
should take no wages, but if he is poor, let
him have for himself what is just and
reasonable (according to his labour). And
when you release their property to them,
take witness in their presence; and Alléh is
All-Sufficient in taking account.

7. There is a share for men and a share
for women from what is left by parents and
those nearest related, whether the property
be small or large — a legal share.

8. And when the relatives and the
orphans and A/-Masdkin (the poor) are
present at the time of division, give them out
of the property, and speak to them words of
kindness and justice.

9. And let those (executors and
guardians) have the same fear in their minds
as they would have for their own, if they had
left weak offspring behind. So let them fear
Allah and speak right words.

10. Verily, those who unjustly eat up the
property of orphans, they eat up only fire
into their bellies, and they will be burnt in
the blazing Fire!

You know not which of them,
whether your parents or your children, are
nearest to you in benefit; (these fixed
shares) are ordained by Alldh. And Allah is
Ever All-Knower, All-Wise.

12. In that which your wives leave, your
share is a half if they have no child; but if
they leave a child, you get a fourth of that
which they leave after payment of legacies
that they may have bequeathed or debts. In
that which you leave, their (your wives)
share is a fourth if you leave no child; but if
you leave a child, they get an eighth of that
which you leave after payment of legacies
that you may have bequeathed or debts. If
the man or woman whose inheritance is in
question has left neither ascendants nor
descendants, but has left a brother or a
sister, each one of the two gets a sixth; but if
more than two, they share in a third, after
payment of lagacies he (or she) may have
bequeathed or debts, so that no loss is
caused (to anyone). This is a Commandment
from Alldh; and Alldh is Ever All-Knowing,
Most-Forbearing.

62. How then, when a catastrophe befalls
them because of what their hands have sent
forth, they come to you swearing by Allah,
“We meant no more than goodwill and
conciliation!”

63. They (hypocrites) are those of whom
Allah knows what is in their hearts; so turn
aside from them (do not punish them) but
admonish them, and speak to them an
effective word (i.e. to believe in Allah,
worship Him, obey Him, and be afraid of
Him) to reach their innerselves.

64. We sent no Messenger, but to be
obeyed by Allah’s Leave. If they (hypocrites),
when they had been unjust to themselves, had
come to you (Muhammad ,, «& &1 ) and
begged Allah’s Forgiveness, and the
Messenger had begged forgiveness for them:
indeed, they would have found Alldh All-
Forgiving (One Who forgives and accepts
repentance), Most Merciful.

65. But no, by your Lord, they can have
no Faith, until they make you (O Muhammad
ply e &1 o) judge in all disputes between

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them, and find in themselves no resistance
against your decisions, and accept (them)
with full submission.

66. And if We had ordered them (saying),
“Kill yourselves (i.e. the innnocent ones kill
the guilty ones) or leave your homes,” very
few of them would have done it; but if they
had done what they were told, it would have
been better for them, and would have
strengthened their (Faith);

67. And indeed We should then have
bestowed upon them a great reward from
Ourselves.

68. And indeed We should have guided
them to the Straight Way.

69. And whoso obey Alldh and the
Messenger (Muhammad .y «is &1 (o), then
they will be in the company of those on whom
Alldh has bestowed His Grace, of the
Prophets, the Siddigiin (those followers of the
Prophets who were first and foremost to
believe in them, like Abu Bakr As-Siddiq
s &1 5, ), the martyrs, and the righteous.
And how excellent these companions are!

70. Such is the Bounty from Alldh, and
Allah is Sufficient as All-Knower.

71.0 you who believe! Take your
precautions, and either go forth (on an
expedition) in parties, or go forth all together.

72. There is certainly among you he who
would linger behind (from fighting in Alldh’s
Cause). If a misfortune befalls you, he says,
“Indeed Alldh has favoured me in that I was
not present among them.”

73.But if a bounty (victory and booty)
comes to you from Allah, he would surely say
— as if there had never been ties of affection
between you and him — “Oh! I wish I had
been with them; then I would have achieved a
great success ( a good share of booty).”
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74. Let those (believers) who sell the life
of this world for the Hereafter fight in the
Cause of Alldh, and whoso fights in the Cause
of Alldh, and is killed or gets victory, We
shall bestow on him a great reward.

5. And what is wrong with you that you
fight not in the Cause of All4h, and for those
weak, ill-treated and oppressed among men,
women, and children, whose cry is: “Our
Lord! Rescue us from this town whose people
are oppressors; and raise for us from You one
who will protect, and raise for us from You
one who will help.”

76. Those who believe, fight in the Cause
of Alldh, and those who dlsbeheve fight in
the cause of Tdghiit (Satan). g0 fight you
against the friends of Shaitdn (Satan)' Ever
feeble indeed is the plot of Shaitdn (Satan).

77. Have you not seen those who were
told to hold back their hands (from fighting)
and perform As-Saldt (Igdmat-as-Saldt), and
give Zakdt, but when the fighting was
ordained for them, behold! a section of them
fear men as they fear Alldh or even more.
They say: “Our Lord! Why have you ordained
for us fighting? Would that you had granted
us respite for a short period?” Say: “Short is
the enjoyment of this world. The Hereafter is
(far) better for him who fears Alldh, and you
shall not be dealt with unjustly even equal to
a scalish thread in the long slit of a
date-stone.

78. “Wheresoever you may be, death will
overtake you even if you are in fortresses
built up strong and high!” And if some good
reaches them, they say, “This is from Allah,”
but if some evil befalls them, they say, “This
is from you (O Muhammad pL, s &1 10).”
Say: “All things are from Allah,” so what is

81. They say: “We are obedient,” but
when they leave you (Muhammad & &1 e
pL.s), a section of them spend all night in
planning other than what you say. But Alldh
records their nightly (plots). So turn aside
from them (do not punish them), and put your
trust in Alldh. And Alldh is Ever
All-Sufficient as a Disposer of affairs.

82. Do they not then consider the Qur’an
carefully? Had it been from other than Allah,
they would surely have found therein many a
contradiction.

83. When there comes to them some
matter touching (public) safety or fear, they
make it known (among the people); if only
they had referred it to the Messenger or to
those charged with authority among them, the
proper investigators would have understood it
from them (directly). Had it not been for the

When He created him, He said (to
him), “Go and greet that group of angels sitting there, and listen what they will say in reply
to you, for that will be your greeting and the greeting of your offspring.” Adam (went and)
said, "As-Saldmu ‘Alaikum (peace be upon you).” They replied, “As-Saldmu ‘Alaikum wa
Rahmatullah (Peace and Allah’s Mercy be on you).” So they increased ‘wa Rahmatullah.’ "
The Prophet F|_ y e 1 1o added, “So, whoever will enter Paradise, will be of the shape
and picture of Adam. Slnce then the creation of Adam's (offsprmg) (i.e. stature of human
beings) is being diminished continuously up to the present time.” (Sahih Al-Bukhéri, Vol. 8,
Hadith No. 246).

**His Image” means that Adam has been bestowed with life, knowledge, power of hearing,
seeing, understanding, but the features of Adam are different from those of Allah, only the
names are the same, e.g., Allah has life and knowledge and power of understanding, and
Adam also has them, but there is no comparison between the Creator and the created
thing. As Allah says in the Qur'an: “There is nothing like Him, and He is the All-Hearer,
the All-Seer.” (V.42:11), Allah does not eat or sleep, while Adam used to eat and sleep [for
details See Fath Al-Béri, Vol. 6, Page 108,9 and Vol.13, Page 238,9].
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88. Then what is the matter with you that
you are divided into two parties about the
hypocrites? Alldh has cast them back (to
disbelief) because of what they have earned.
Do you want to guide him whom All4h has
made to go astray? And he whom Alldh has
made to go astray, you will never find for him
any way (of guidance).

89. They wish that you reject Faith, as
they have rejected (Faith), and thus that you
all become equal (like one another). So take
not Auliyd’ (protectors or friends) from them,
till they emigrate in the Way of Alldh (to
Muhammad ) e &1 ). But if they turn
back (from Islam), take (hold of) them and
kill them wherever you find them, and take
neither Auliyd’ (protectors or friends) nor
helpers from them.

90. Except those who join a group,
between you and whom there is a treaty (of
peace), or those who approach you with their
breasts restraining from fighting you as well
as fighting their own people. Had Alldh
willed, indeed He would have given them
power over you, and they would have fought
you. So if they withdraw from you, and fight
not against you, and offer you peace, then
Alldh has opened no way for you against
them.

91. You will find others that wish to have
security from you and security from their
people. Every time they are sent back to
temptation, they yield thereto. If they
withdraw not from you, nor offer you peace,
nor restrain their hands, take (hold of) them
and kill them wherever you find them. In their
case, We have provided you with a clear
warrant against them.

92. 1t is not for a believer to kill a believer
except (that it be) by mistake; and whosoever
kills a believer by mistake, (it is ordained that)
he must set free a believing slave and a
compensation (blood-money, i.e Diya) be
given to the deceased’s family unless they
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remit it. If the deceased belonged to a people at
war with you and he was a believer, the freeing
of a believing slave (is prescribed); and if he
belonged to a people with whom you have a
treaty of mutual alliance, compensation
(blood-money — Diya) must be paid to his
family, and a believing slave must be freed.
And whoso finds this (the penance of freeing a
slave) beyond his means, he must fast for two
consecutive months in order to seek repentance
from Alldh. And Alldh is Ever All-Knowing,
All-Wise.

93. And whoever kills a believer
intentionally, his recompense is Hell to abide
therein, and the Wrath and the Curse of Alldh
are upon him, and a great punishment is
prepared for him."

94. O you who believe! When you go (to
fight) in the Cause of Allah, verify (the truth),
and say not to anyone who greets you (by
embracing Isldm): “You are not a believer”;
seeking the perishable goods of the worldly
life. There are much more profits and booties
with Alldh. Even as he is now, so were you
yourselves before till Alldh conferred on you
His Favours (i.e. guided you to Isldm),
therefore, be cautious in discrimination. Alldh
is Ever Well-Aware of what you do.

95. Not equal are those of the believers
who sit (at home), except those who are
disabled (by injury or are blind or lame), and
those who strive hard and fight in the Cause
of Alldh with their wealth and their lives.
Allah has preferred in grades those who strive
hard and fight with their wealth and their lives
above those who sit (at home). Unto each,
Alldh has promised good (Paradise), but
Alldh has preferred those who strive hard and

97. Verily! As for those whom the angels
take (in death) while they are wronging
themselves (as they stayed among the
disbelievers even though emigration was
obligatory for them), they (angels) say (to
them): “In what (condition) were you?” They
reply: “We were weak and oppressed on the
earth.” They (angels) say: “Was not the earth
of Allah spacious enough for you to emigrate
therein?” Such men will find their abode in
Hell — What an evil destination!'"!

98. Except the weak ones among men,
women and children who cannot devise a
plan, nor are they able to direct their way.

99. These are they whom Allah is likely to
forgive them, and Alldh is Ever Oft-
Pardoning, Oft-Forgiving.

100. He who emigrates (from his home) in
the Cause of Alldh, will find on earth many
dwelling places and plenty to live by. And
whosoever leaves his home as an emigrant
unto Alldh and His Messenger, and death
overtakes him, his reward is then surely
incumbent upon Alldh. And Alldh is Ever
Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.

101. And when you (Muslims) travel in
the land, there is no sin on you if you shorten
As-Saldt (the prayer) if you fear that the
disbelievers may put you in trial (attack you
etc.), verily, the disbelievers are ever unto
you open enemies.

102. When you (O  Messenger
Muhammad L., s 1 L) are among them,

party of them stand up [in Saldt (prayer)] with
you taking their arms with them; when they
finish their prostrations, let them take their
positions in the rear and let the other party
come up which have not yet prayed, and let
them pray with you taking all the precautions
and bearing arms. Those who disbelieve wish,
if you were negligent of your arms and your
baggage, to attack you in a single rush, but
there is no sin on you if you put away your
arms because of the inconvenience of rain or
because you are ill, but take every precaution
for yourselves. Verlly, Allah has prepared a
humiliating torment for the disbelievers." i

103. When you have finished As-Saldt
(the congregational prayer), remember Alldh
standing, sitting down, and (lying down) on
your sides, but when you are free from
danger, perform As-Saldt (Igamat-as-Saldt).
Verily, As-Saldt (the prayer) is enjoined on
the believers at fixed hours.

104. And don’t be weak in the pursuit of
the enemy; if you are suffering (hardships)
then surely, they (too) are suffering
(hardships) as you are suffering, but you have
a hope from Alldh (for the reward, i.e.
Paradise) that for which they hope not; and
Allah is Ever All-Knowing, All-Wise.

105. Surely, We have sent down to you (O
Muhammad .y s &1 L) the Book (this
Qur’an) in truth that you might judge between
men by that which Alldh has shown you (i.e.
has taught you through Divine Revelation), so
be not a pleader for the treacherous.

106. And seek the Forgiveness of Allah,"
certainly, Alldh is Ever Oft-Forgiving, Most
Merciful.

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107. And argue not on behalf of those
who deceive themselves. Verily, Alldh does
not like anyone who is a betrayer, sinner.

108. They may hide (their crimes) from
men, but they cannot hide (them) from All4h;
for He is with them (by His Knowledge),
when they plot by night in words that He does
not approve. And Alldh ever encompasses
what they do.

109. Lo! You are those who have argued
for them in the life of this world, but who will
argue for them on the Day of Resurrection
against Alldh, or who will then be their
defender?

110. And whoever does evil or wrongs
himself but afterwards seeks Alldh’s
Forgiveness, he will find Alldh Oft-Forgiving,
Most Merciful.

111. And whoever earns sin, he earns it
only against himself. And Alldh is Ever
All-Knowing, All-Wise.

112. And whoever earns a fault or asin
and then throws it on to someone innocent, he
has indeed burdened himself with falsehood
and a manifest sin.

113. Had not the Grace of Alldh and His
Mercy been upon you (O Muhammad 41 Je
pley ), a party of them would certainly have
made a decision to mislead you, but (in fact)
they mislead none except their own selves,
and no harm can they do to you in the least.
Alldh has sent down to you the book (The
Qur’an), and Al-Hikmah (Islamic laws,
knowledge of legal and illegal things i.e. the
Prophet’s Sunnah — legal ways), and taught
you that which you knew not. And Ever Great

114. There is no good in most of their
secret talks save (in) him who orders Sadaqah
(charity in Alldh’s Cause), or Ma ‘rif (Islamic
Monotheism and all the good and righteous
deeds which Alldh has ordained), or
conciliation between mankind; and he who
does this, seeking the good Pleasure of All4h,
We shall give him a great reward.

115. And  whoever contradicts and
opposes the Messenger (Muhammad &1 Lo
pley «4is) after the right path has been shown
clearly to him, and follows other than the
believers’ way, We shall keep him in the path
he has chosen, and burn him in Hell — what
an evil destination!'"

116. Verily! Allah forgives not (the sin of)
setting up partners (in worship) with Him, but
He forgives whom He wills sins other than
that, and whoever sets up partners in worship
with Alldh, has indeed strayed far away.

117. They (all those who worship others
than All4h) invoke nothing but female deities
besides Him (All4h), and they invoke nothing
but Shaitdn (Satan), a persistent rebel!

118. “Allah cursed him. And he [Shaitdn
(Satan)] said: “I will take an appointed
portion of your slaves.

119. Verily, I will mislead them, and
surely, I will arouse in them false desires; and
certainly, I will order them to slit the ears of
cattle, and indeed I will order them to change
the nature created by Alldh.” And whoever
takes Shaitdn (Satan) as a Wali (protector or
helper) instead of Allah, has surely suffered a
manifest loss.?!

121. The dwelling of such (people) is
Hell, and they will find no way of escape
from it.

122. But those who believe (in the
Oneness of Alldh — Islamic Monotheism)
and do deeds of righteousness, We shall
admit them to the Gardens under which rivers
flow (i.e. in Paradise) to dwell therein
forever. Alldh’s Promise is the Truth; and
whose words can be truer than those of
Allah? (Of course, none).

123. It will not be in accordance with your
desires (Muslims), nor those of the people of
the Scripture (Jews and Christians),
whosoever works evil, will have the
recompense thereof, and he will not find any
protector or helper besides Allah.

124. And whoever does righteous good
deeds, male or female, and is a (true) believer
[in the Oneness of Alldh (Muslim)], such will
enter Paradise and not the least injustice, even
to the size of a speck on the back of a
date-stone, will be done to them.

125. And who can be better in religion
than one who submits his face (himself)to
Allah (i.e. follows Allah’s religion of Islamic
Monotheism); and he is a Muhsin (a good-
doer — See V.2: 112) And follows the
religion of Ibrahim"! (Abraham) Hanifa
(Islamic Monotheism — to worship none but
Alldh Alone). And Alldh did take Ibrahim
(Abraham) as a Khalil (an intimate friend)!

126. And to Allah belongs all that is in the
heavens and all that is in the earth. And Alldh
is Ever Encompassing all things.

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127. They ask your legal instruction
concerning women, say: Alldh instructs you
about them, and about what is recited unto
you in the Book concerning the orphan girls
whom you give not the prescribed portions
(as regards Mahr and inheritance) and yet
whom you desire to marry, and (concerning)
the children who are weak and oppressed, and
that you stand firm for justice to orphans.
And whatever good you do, Alldh is Ever
All-Aware of it.

128. And if a woman fears cruelty or
desertion on her husband’s part, there is no
sin on them both if they make terms of peace
between themselves; and making peace is
better. And human inner-selves are swayed by
greed. But if you do good and keep away
from evil, verily, Alldh is Ever
Well-Acquainted with what you do.

129. You will never be able to do perfect
justice between wives even if it is your ardent
desire, so do not incline too much to one of
them (by giving her more of your time and
provision) so as to leave the other hanging
(i.e. neither divorced nor married). And if you
do justice, and do all that is right and fear
Alldh by keeping away from all that is wrong,
then Alldh is Ever Oft-Forgiving, Most
Merciful.

130. But if they separate (by divorce),
Alldh will provide abundance for everyone of
them from His Bounty. And Alldh is Ever
All-Sufficient for His creatures’ need,
All-Wise.

131. And to All4h belongs all that is in the
heavens and all that is in the earth. And
verily, We have recommended to the people
of the Scripture before you, and to you (O
Muslims) that you (all) fear Alldh, and keep
your duty to Him. But if you disbelieve, then
unto Alldh belongs all that is in the heavens
and all that is in the earth, and Alldh is Ever
Rich (Free of all wants), Worthy of all praise.
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132. And to Allah belongs all that is in the
heavens and all that is in the earth. And Alldh
is Ever All-Sufficient as Disposer of affairs.

133. If He wills, He can take you away, O
people, and bring others. And Alldh is Ever
All-Potent over that.

134. Whoever desires a reward in this life
of the world, then with Alldh (Alone and none
else) is the reward of this worldly life and of
the Hereafter. And Allah is Ever All-Hearer,
All-Seer.

135. O you who believe! Stand out firmly
for justice, as witnesses to Allah, even though
it be against yourselves, or your parents, or
your kin, be he rich or poor, Alldh is a Better
Protector to both (than you). So follow not
the lusts (of your hearts), lest you avoid
justice; and if you distort your witness or
refuse to give it, verily, Alldh is Ever
Well-Acquainted with what you do."!

136. O you who believe! Believe in Alldh,
and His Messenger (Muhammad o &1 o
pwy), and the Book (the Qur’4n) which He has
sent down to His Messenger, and the
Scripture which He sent down to those before
(him); and whosoever disbelieves in Alldh,
His Angels, His Books, His Messengers, and
the Last Day, then indeed he has strayed far
away.

137. Verily, those who believe, then
disbelieve, then believe (again), and (again)
disbelieve, and go on increasing in disbelief;,

great sins. He said, “They are:

a) To join others in worship with Allah.

b) To be undutiful to one’s parents.

138. Give to the hypocrites the tidings
that there is for them a painful torment.’

139. Those who take disbelievers for
Auliya’ (protectors or helpers or friends)
instead of believers, do they seek honour,
power and glory with them? Verily, then
to Alldh belongs all honour, power and

glory.

140. And it has already been revealed
to you in the Book (this Qur’dn) that
when you hear the Verses of Alldh being
denied and mocked at, then sit not with
them, until they engage in a talk other
than that; (but if you stayed with them)
certainly in that case you would be like
them. Surely, Alldh will collect the
hypocrites and disbelievers all together in
Hell.

141. Those (hyprocrites) who wait and
watch about you; if you gain a victory
from Alldh, they say: “Were we not with
you?” But if the disbelievers gain a
success, they say (to them): “Did we not
gain mastery over you and did we not
protect you from the believers?” Alldh
will judge between you (all) on the Day of
Resurrection. And never will Alldh grant
to the disbelievers a way (to triumph)
over the believers.

70. Verily, We took the covenant of the
Children of Israel and sent Messengers to
them. Whenever there came to them a
Messenger with what they themselves desired
not, — a group of them they called liars, and
others among them they killed.

71. They thought there will be no Fitnah
(trial or punishment), so they became blind
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(i.e.’Abdullah bin Salam) said, “Itis this that | was afraid of, O Allah’s Messenger.” (Sahih

Al-Bukhéri, Vol.5, Hadith No.275).

“Allah is the Messiah [‘[s4 (Jesus)], son of
Maryam (Mary).” But the Messiah [‘Is4
(Jesus)] said: “O Children of Israel! Worship
Alldh, my Lord and your Lord.” Verily,
whosoever sets up partners (in worship) with
Allah, then Alldh has forbidden Paradise to
him, and the Fire will be his abode. And for
the Zdlimin (polytheists and wrong-doers)
there are no helpers.

73. Surely, disbelievers are those who
said: “Alldh is the third of the three (in a
Trinity).” But there is no lldh (god) (none
who has the right to be worshipped) but One
lléh (God —Alldh). And if they cease not
from what they say, verily, a painful torment
will befall on the disbelievers among them.

74. Will they not turn with repentance to
Alldh and ask His Forgiveness? For Alldh is
Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.”

75. The Messiah [‘Isd (Jesus)], son of
Maryam (Mary), was no more than a
Messenger; many were the Messengers that
passed away before him. His mother
[Maryam (Mary)] was a Siddigah [i.e. she
believed in the Words of Alldh and His
Books (See Verse 66:12)]. They both used to
eat food (as any other human being, while
Alldh does not eat). Look how We make the
Aydt  (proofs, evidences, verses, lessons,
signs, revelations, etc.) clear to them; yet look
how they are deluded away (from the truth).

So, He sent them an angel who came to the leper and said, ‘What thing do you like most?’
He replied, ‘Good colour and good skin, for the people have a strong aversion to me.' The
angel touched him and his illness was cured, and he was given a good colour and beautiful
skin. The angel asked him, ‘What kind of property do you like best?’ He replied, ‘Camels.’
So he (i.e., the leper) was given a pregnant she-camel, and the angel said (to him), ‘May
Alldh bless you in it.” The angel then went to the bald-headed man and said, ‘What thing do
you like most?’ He said, ‘I like good hair and wish to be cured of this disease, for the people
feel repulsion for me.’ The angel touched him and his illness was cured, and he was given
good hair. The angel asked (him), ‘What kind of property do you like best?' He replied
‘Cows.’ The angel gave him a pregnant cow and said, ‘May Allah bless in it." The angel
went to the blind man and asked, ‘What thing do you like best?’ He said, ‘(I like) that Allah
may restore my eyesight to me so that | may see the people.’ The angel touched his eyes
and Allah gave him back his eyesight. The angel asked him, ‘What kind of property do you
like best?” He replied, ‘Sheep.’ The angel gave him a pregnant sheep. Afterwards, all the
three pregnant animals gave birth to young ones, and multiplied and brought forth so much
that one of the (three) men had a herd of camels filling a valley, and one had a herd of
cows filling a valley, and one had a flock of sheep filling a valley. Then the angel, disguised
in the shape and appearance of a leper, went to the leper and said, ‘Il am a poor man, who
has lost all means of livelihood while on a journey. So none will satisfy my need except
Allah and then you.

79. They used not to forbid one another
from Al-Munkar (wrong, evil-doing, sins,
polytheism, disbelief) which they committed.

80. You see many of them taking the
disbelievers as their Auliyd’ (protectors and
helpers). Evil indeed is that which their
ownselves have sent forward before them; for
that (reason) Alldh’s Wrath fell upon them,
and in torment they will abide.

81. And had they believed in Allah, and in
the Prophet (Muhammad Ly «s 1 L) and in
what has been revealed to him, never would
they have taken them (the disbelievers) as
Auliya’ (protectors and helpers); but many of
them are the Fdsiqiin (rebellious, disobedient
to Allah).

82. Verily, you will find the strongest
among men in enmity to the believers

Make not
unlawful the Tayyibdr (all that is good as
regards foods, things, deeds, beliefs, persons)
which Alldh has made lawful to you, and
transgress not. Verily, Allah does not like the
transgressors.

88. And eat of the things which Alldh has
provided for you, lawful and good, and fear
Alldh in Whom you believe.

89. Allah will not punish you for
what is unintentional in your oaths, but He
will punish you for your deliberate oaths; for
its expiation feed ten Masdkin (poor
persons), on a scale of the average of that
with which you feed your own families, or
clothe them or manumit a slave. But
whosoever cannot afford (that), then he
should fast for three days. That is the
expiation for the oaths when you have

97. Allah has made the Ka‘bah, the
Sacred House, an asylum of security and
benefits (e.g. Hajj and ‘Umrah) for mankind,
and also the Sacred Month and the animals of
offerings and the garlanded (people or
animals marked with the garlands on their
necks made from the outer part of the stem of
the Makkah trees for their security), that you
may know that Alldh has knowledge of all
that is in the heavens and all that is in the
earth, and that Alldh is the All-Knower of
each and everything.

98. Know that Allah is Severe in
punishment and that Alldh is Oft-Forgiving,
Most Merciful.

99. The duty of the Messenger [i.e. Our
Messenger Muhammad .y s 41 o whom
We have sent to you, (O mankind)] is nothing
but to convey (the Message). And Alldh
knows all that you reveal and all that you
conceal.

100. Say (O Muhammad ply s &1 Jo):
“Not equal are A/-Khabith (all that is evil and
bad as regards things, deeds, beliefs, persons
and foods) and Az-Tayyib (all that is good as
regards things, deeds, beliefs, persons and
foods), even though the abundance of A/-
Khabith may please you.” So fear Allﬁh"fo
men of understanding in order that you may
be successful.

101. O you who believe! Ask not about
things which, if made plain to you, may cause
you trouble. But if you ask about them while
the Qur’an is being revealed, they will be

forbidden and love Allah much (perform all kinds of good deeds which He has ordained).
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made plain to you. Alldh has forgiven that,
and Allah is Oft-Forgiving, Most Forbearing.

But those who
disbelieve invent lies against Alldh, and most
of them have no understanding.

104. And when it is said to them: “Come
to what Alldh has revealed and unto the
Messenger (Muhammad by «4s &1 s for the
verdict of that which you have made
unlawful).” They say: “Enough for us is that
which we found our fathers following,” even
though their fathers had no knowledge
whatsoever nor guidance.

105.0 you who believe! Take care of
your ownselves®. If you follow the (right)
guidance [and enjoin what is right (Islamic
Monotheism and all that Islam orders one to
do) and forbid what is wrong (polytheism,
disbelief and all that Islam has forbidden)] no
hurt can come to you from those who are in
error. The return of you all is to Allah, then
He will inform you about (all) that which you
used to do.

When death
approaches any of you, and you make a
bequest, (then take) the testimony of two just
men of your own folk or two others from
outside, while you are travelling through the
land and death befalls on you. Detain them
both after As-Saldt (the prayer), (then) if you
are in doubt (about their truthfulness), let
them both swear by Alldh (saying): “We wish
not for any worldly gain in this, even though
he (the beneficiary) be our near relative. We
shall not hide Testimony of Allah, for then
indeed we should be of the sinful.”

107. If then it gets known that these two
had been guilty of sin, let two others stand
forth in their places, nearest in kin from
among those who claim a lawful right. Let
them swear by Alldh (saying): “We affirm
that our testimony is truer than that of both of
them, and that we have not trespassed (the
truth), for then indeed we should be of the
wrong-doers.”

108. That should make it closer (to the
fact) that their testimony would be in its true
shape (and thus accepted), or else they would
fear that (other) oaths would be admitted after
their oaths. And fear Alldh and listen (with
obedience to Him). And Allah guides not the
people who are Al-Fdsigin (the rebellious
and disobedient).

109. On the Day when Alldh will gather
the Messengers together and say to them:
“What was the response you received (from
men to your teaching)?” They will say: “We
have no knowledge, verily, only You are the
All-Knower of all that is hidden (or unseen).”

110. (Remember) when Allah will say (on
the Day of Resurrection). “O ‘Isa (Jesus), son
of Maryam (Mary)! Remember My Favour to
you and to your mother when I supported you
with Rih-ul-Qudus [Jibril (Gabriel)] so that
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you spoke to the people in the cradle and in

maturity; and when I taught you writing,
Al-Hikmah (the power of understanding), the
Taurdt (Torah) and the Injeel (Gospel); and
when you made out of the clay a figure like
that of a bird, by My Permission, and you
breathed into it, and it became a bird by My
Permission, and you healed those born blind,
and the lepers by My Permission, and when
you brought forth the dead by My Permission;
and when I restrained the Children of Israel
from you (when they resolved to kill you) as
you came unto them with clear proofs, and
the disbelievers among them said: ‘This is
nothing but evident magic.’”

111. And when I (Alldh) revealed to
Al-Hawdriyyin (the disciples) [of ‘Is4
(Jesus)] to believe in Me and My Messenger,
they said: “We believe. And bear witness that
we are Muslims.”

112. (Remember) when Al-Hawdriyyin
(the disciples) said: “O ‘Isa (Jesus), son of
Maryam (Mary)! Can your Lord send down to
us a table spread (with food) from heaven?”
‘fsa (Jesus) said: “Fear Allah, if you are
indeed believers.”

113. They said: “We wish to eat thereof
and to satisfy our hearts (to be stronger in
Faith), and to know that you have indeed told
us the truth and that we ourselves be its
witnesses.”

114. ‘isd (Jesus), son of Maryam (Mary),
said: “O Allah, our Lord! Send us from the
heaven a table spread (with food) that there
may be for us — for the first and the last of us
— a festival and a sign from You; and
provide us with sustenance, for You are the
Best of sustainers.”

And I was a witness over them while I
dwelt amongst them, but when You took me
up, You were the Watcher over them; and
You are a Witness to all things. (Thisisa
great admonition and warning to the
Christians of the whole world).

118. “If You punish them, they are Your
slaves, and if You forgive them, verily You,
only You, are the All-Mighty, the
All-Wise!!.”

“Tell me if Alldh’s Torment comes upon
you, or the Hour comes upon you, would
you then call upon any one other than Alldh?

87. And also some of their fathers and
their progeny and their brethren, We chose
them, and We guided them to the Straight
Path.

88. This is the Guidance of Alldh with
which He guides whomsoever He wills of
His slaves. But if they had joined in worship
others with Alldh, all that they used to do
would have been of no benefit to them.

89. They are those whom We gave the
Book, AI-Hukm (understanding of the
religious laws), and Prophethood. But if
these disbelieve therein (the Book, A/-Hukm
and Prophethood), then, indeed We have
entrusted it to a people (such as the
Companions of Prophet Muhammad 41 J.
ply 4ke) Who are not disbelievers therein.

90. They are those whom Alldh had
guided. So follow their guidance. Say: “No
reward I ask of you for this (the Qur’an). It
is only a reminder for the ‘d/amin (mankind
and jinn).”

91. They (the Jews, Quraish pagans,
idolaters) did not estimate Alldh with an
estimation due to Him when they said:
“Nothing did Alldh send down to any human
being (by revelation).” Say (O Muhammad
ploy e &1 10): “Who then sent down the
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Book which Miisa (Moses) brought, a light
and a guidance to mankind which you (the
Jews) have made into  (separate)
papersheets, disclosing (some of it) and
concealing much . And you (believers in
Alldh and His Messenger Muhammad ..
pl—y «le 1) were taught (through the Qur’an)
that which neither you nor your fathers
knew.” Say: “Alldh (sent it down).” Then
leave them to play in their vain discussions.
(Tafsir Al-Qurtubi).

92. And this (the Qur’an) is a blessed
Book which We have sent down, confirming
(the revelations) which came before it, so
that you may warn the Mother of Towns (i.e.
Makkah) and all those around it. Those who
believe in the Hereafter believe in it (the
Qur’an), and they are constant in guarding
their Saldt (prayers).

93. And who can be more unjust than he
who invents a lie against Allah, or says: “A
revelation has come to me” whereas no
revelation has come to him in anything; and
who says, “I will reveal the like of what
Alldh has revealed.” And if you could but
see when the Zdlimiin (polytheists and
wrong-doers) are in the agonies of death,
while the angels are stretching forth their
hands (saying): “Deliver your souls! This
day you shall be recompensed with the
torment of degradation because of what you
used to utter against Alldh other than the
truth. And you used to reject His Aydt
(proofs, evidences, verses, lessons, signs,
revelations, etc.) with disrespect!!"”

99. It is He Who sends down water (rain)
from the sky, and with it We bring forth
vegetation of all kinds, and out of it We
bring forth green stalks, from which We
bring forth thick clustered grain. And out of
the date-palm and its spathe come forth
clusters of dates hanging low and near, and
gardens of grapes, olives and pomegranates,
each similar (in kind) yet different (in
variety and taste). Look at their fruits when
they begin to bear, and the ripeness thereof.
Verily! In these things there are signs for
people who believe.

100. Yet, they join the jinn as partners in
worship with Allah, though He has created
them (the jinn); and they attribute falsely
without knowledge sons and daughters to
Him. Be He Glorified and Exalted above all
that (evil) they attribute to Him.

101. He is the Originator of the heavens
and the earth. How can He have children
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) (V.6:97) (About the) Stars. Abu Qatddah mentioned Alldh’s Statement: “And We have
adorned the nearest heaven with lamps,” (V.67:5) and said, “The creation of these stars is
for three purposes, i.e. as decoration of the (nearest) heaven, as missiles to hit the devils,
and as signs to guide travellers.

Narrated Ibn ‘Umar Lgs &1 5,0 Allah’s Messenger pL.y «ls &1 Lo said, “Once three persons
(from the previous nations) were travelling, and suddenly it started raining and they took
shelter in a cave. The entrance of the cave got closed (suddenly by the falling of a huge
rock) while they were inside. They said to each other, ‘O You! Nothing can save you except
the truth, so each of you should ask Allah’s Help by referring to such a deed as he thinks
he did sincerely (i.e., just for gaining Allah’s Pleasure).’ So one of them said, ‘O Allah! You
know that | had a labourer who worked for me for one Faraq (i.e. three S4&’) of rice, but he
departed, leaving it (i.e. his wages). | sowed that Faraq of rice and with its yield | bought
cows (for him). Later on when came to me asking for his wages, | said (to him), ‘Go to
those cows and drive them away.’ He said to me, ‘But you have to pay me only a Faraq of
rice.’ | said to him, ‘Go to those cows and take them, for they are the product of that Faraq
(of rice)." So he drove them. O Allah! If you consider that | did that for fear of You, then
please remove the rock.’ The rock shifted a bit from the mouth of the cave. The second one
said, ‘O Allah, You know that | had old parents whom | used to provide with the milk of my
sheep every night. One night | was delayed and when | came, they had slept, while my wife
and children were crying with hunger. | used not to let them (i.e. my family) drink unless my
parents had drunk first. So | disliked to wake them up and also disliked that they should
sleep without drinking it, | kept on waiting (for them to wake) till it dawned. O Allah! If You
consider that | did that for fear of You, then please remove the rock.’ So the rock shifted
and they could see the sky through it. The (third) one said, ‘O Allah! You know that | had a
cousin (i.e. my paternal uncle’s daughter) who was most beloved to me and | sought to
seduce her, but she refused, unless | paid her one-hundred Dinars (i.e. gold pieces). So |
collected the amount and brought it to her, and she allowed me to sleep with her. But when
| sat between her legs, she said, ‘Be afraid of Allah, and do not deflower me but legally.’ ‘I
got up and left the hundred Dinars (for her). O Allah! If You consider that | did that for fear
of You than please remove the rock.’ So Allah released them (removed the rock) and they
came out (of the cave).” [This Hadith indicates that one can only ask Allah for help directly
or through his performed good deeds. But to ask Allah through the dead or absent
(prophets, saints, spirits, holy men, angels) is absolutely forbidden in Islam and it is a kind
of polytheism). (Sahih Al-Bukhéri, Vol. 4, Hadith No. 671).
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111. And even if We had sent down unto
them angels, and the dead had spoken unto
them, and We had gathered together all things
before their very eyes, they would not have
believed, unless Alldh willed, but most of
them behave ignorantly.

112. And so We have appointed for every
Prophet enemies — Shaydtin (devils) among
mankind and jinn, inspiring one another with
adorned speech as a delusion (or by way of
deception). If your Lord had so willed, they
would not have done it; so leave them alone
with their fabrications. (Tafsir Al- Qurtubi)

113. (And this is in order) that the hearts
of those who disbelieve in the Hereafter may
incline to such (deceit), and that they may
remain pleased with it, and that they may
commit what they are committing (all kinds
of sins and evil deeds).

114. [Say (O Muhammad poy s a1 o))
“Shall I seek a judge other than Allah while it
is He Who has sent down unto you the Book
(the Qur’an), explained in detail.” Those unto
whom We gave the Scripture [the Taurat
(Torah) and the Injeel (Gospel)] know that it
is revealed from your Lord in truth. So be not
you of those who doubt.

115. And the Word of your Lord has been
fulfilled in truth and in justice. None can
change His Words. And He is the All-Hearer,
the All-Knower.

116. And if you obey most of those on the
earth, they will mislead you far away from
Allah’s Path.

139. And they say: “What is in the bellies
of such and such cattle (milk or foetus) is for
our males alone, and forbidden to our females
(girls and women), but if it is born dead, then
all have shares therein.” He will punish them
for their attribution (of such false orders to
Allah). Verily, He is All-Wise, All-Knower.
(Tafsir At-Tabari).

140. Indeed lost are they who have killed
their children, foolishly, without knowledge,
and have forbidden that which Alldh has
provided for them, inventing a lie against
Alldh. They have indeed gone astray and
were not guided.

38. (Allah) will say: “Enter you in the
company of nations who passed away before
you, of men and jinn, into the Fire.” Every
time a new nation enters, it curses its sister
nation (that went before) until they will be
gathered all together in the Fire. The last of
them will say to the first of them: “Our Lord!
These misled us, so give them a double
torment of the Fire.” He will say: “For each
one there is double (torment), but you know
not.”

39. The first of them will say to the last of
them: “You were not better than us, so taste
the torment for what you used to earn.”

40. Verily, those who belie Our Aydt
(proofs, evidences, verses, lessons, signs,
revelations) and treat them with arrogance,
for them the gates of heaven will not be
opened, and they will not enter Paradise until
the camel goes through the eye of the needle
(which is  impossible). Thus do We
recompense  the Mujrimin  (criminals,
polytheists and sinners).

41. Theirs will be a bed of Hell (Fire), and
over them coverings (of Hell-fire). Thus do
We recompense the Zdlimiin (polytheists and
wrong-doers).

42, But those who believed (in the
Oneness of Alldh — Isldmic Monotheism),
and worked righteousness — We tax not any
person beyond his scope — such are the
dwellers of Paradise. They will abide therein.

43. And We shall remove from their
breasts any (mutual) hatred or sense of injury
(which they had, if at all, in the life of this
world); rivers flowing under them, and they
will say: “All the praises and thanks be to
Alldh, Who has guided us to this, and never
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could we have found guidance, were it not
that Alldh had guided us! Indeed, the
Messengers of our Lord did come with the
truth.” And it will be cried out to them: “This
is the Paradise which you have inherited for
what you used to do.”

44. And the dwellers of Paradise will call
out to the dwellers of the Fire (saying): “We
have indeed found true what our Lord had
promised us; have you also found true what
your Lord promised (warnings)?”” They shall
say: “Yes.” Then a crier will proclaim
between them: “The Curse of Allah is on the
Zdlimin (polytheists and wrong-doers).”

45. Those who hindered (men) from the
Path of Alldh, and would seek to make it
crooked, and they were disbelievers in the
Hereafter.

46. And between them will be a (barrier)
screen and on A/-A4 ‘rdj*ll (a wall with elevated
places) will be men (whose good and evil
deeds would be equal in scale), who would
recognise all (of the Paradise and Hell
people) by their marks (the dwellers of
Paradise by their white faces and the dwellers
of Hell by their black faces),they will call out
to the dwellers of Paradise, “Saldmun
‘Alaikirs” (Peace be on you), and at that time
they (men on A/-4°rdf) will not yet have
entered it (Paradise), but they will hope to
enter (it) with certainty.

47. And when their eyes will be turned
towards the dwellers of the Fire, they will
say: “Our Lord! Place us not with the people
who are Zdlimin  (polytheists and
wrong-doers).”

48. And the men on Al-A ‘rdf (the wall)
will call unto the men whom they would
recognise by their marks, saying: “Of what
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benefit to you were your great numbers (and
hoards of wealth), and your arrogance
(against Faith)?”

49. Are they those, of whom you swore
that Allah would never show them mercy.
(Behold! It has been said to them): “Enter
Paradise, no fear shall be on you, nor shall
you grieve.”

50. And the dwellers of the Fire will call
to the dwellers of Paradise: “Pour on us some
water or anything that Allah has provided you
with.” They will say: “Both (water and
provision) Alldh has forbidden to the
disbelievers.”

51.“Who took their religion as an
amusement and play, and the life of the world
deceived them.” So this Day We shall forget
them as they forgot their meeting of this Day,
and as they used to reject Our Aydt (proofs,
evidences, verses, lessons, signs, revelations).

52. Certainly, We have brought them a
Book (the Qur’an) which We have explained
in detail with knowledge, — a guidance and a
mercy to a people who believe.

53. Await they just for the final fullfilment
of the event? On the Day the event is finally
fulfilled (i.e. the Day of Resurrection), those
who neglected it before will say: “Verily, the
Messengers of our Lord did come with the
truth, now are there any intercessors for us
that they might intercede on our behalf? Or
could we be sent back (to the first life of the
world) so that we might do (good) deeds
other than those (evil) deeds which we used
to do?” Verily, they have lost their ownselves
(i.e. destroyed themselves) and that which
they wused to fabricate (invoking and
worshipping others besides Alldh) has gone
away from them.

54.Indeed your Lord is Alldh, Who
created the heavens and the earth in Six Days,
and then He rose over (Istawd) the Throne
(really in a manner that suits His Majesty). He
brings the night as a cover over the day,
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seeking it rapidly, and (He created) the sun,
the moon, the stars subjected to His
Command. Surely, His is the Creation and
Commandment. Blessed is Allah, the Lord of
the ‘dlamin (mankind, jinn and all that
exists)!

55. Invoke your Lord with humility and in
secret. He likes not the aggressors.

56. And do not do mischief on the earth,
after it has been set in order, and invoke Him
with fear and hope. Surely, Alldh’s Mercy is
(ever) near unto the good-doers.

57. And it is He Who sends the winds as
heralds of glad tidings, going before His
Mercy (rain). Till when they have carried a
heavy-laden cloud, We drive it to a land that
is dead, then We cause water (rain) to
descend thereon. Then We produce every
kind of fruit therewith. Similarly, We shall
raise up the dead, so that you may remember
or take heed.

58. The vegetation of a good land comes
forth (easily) by the Permission of its Lord;
and that which is bad, brings forth nothing but
(a little) with difficulty. Thus do We explain
variously the Aydt (proofs, evidences, verses,
lessons, signs, revelations, etc.) for a people
who give thanks.

59. Indeed, We sent Nih (Noah) to his
people and he said: “O my people! Worship
Allah! You have no other lldh (God) but
Him. (Ld ildha illalldh: none has the right to
be worshipped but Alldh). Certainly, I fear for
you the torment of a Great Day!”

60. The leaders of his people said:
“Verily, we see you in plain error.”

61. [Nih (Noah)] said: “O my people!
There is no error in me, but I am a Messenger
from the Lord of the ‘dlamin (mankind, jinn
and all that exists)!
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62. “I convey unto you the Messages of
my Lord and give sincere advice to you. And
I know from Alldh what you know not.

63. “Do you wonder that there has come
to you a Reminder from your Lord through a
man from amongst you, that he may warn
you, so that you may fear Alldh and that you
may receive (His) Mercy?”

64. But they belied him, so We saved him
and those along with him in the ship, and We
drowned those who belied Our Aydt (proofs,
evidences, verses, lessons, signs, revelations,
etc.). They were indeed a blind people.

65. And to ‘Ad (people, We sent) their
brother H(d. He said: “O my people!
Worship Allah! You have no other /ldh (God)
but Him. (Ld ildha illalldh: none has the right
to be worshipped but Allah). Will you not
fear (Allah)?”

66. The leaders of those who disbelieved
among his people said: “Verily, we see you in
foolishness, and verily, we think you are one
of the liars.”

67. (Had) said: “O my people! There is no
foolishness in me, but (I am) aMessenger
from the Lord of the ‘dlamin (mankind, jinn
and all that exists)!

68. “I convey unto you the Messages of
my Lord, and I am a trustworthy adviser (or
well-wisher) for you.

69. “Do you wonder that there has come
to you a Reminder (and an advice) from your
Lord through a man from amongst you to
warn you? And remember that He made you
successors after the people of Nih (Noah)
and increased you amply in stature. So
remember the graces (bestowed upon you)
from Allah so that you may be successful.”

70. They said: “You have come to us that
we should worship Alldh Alone and forsake
that which our fathers used to worship. So
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bring us that wherewith you have threatened
us if you are of the truthful.”

71. (Htd) said: “Torment and wrath have
already fallen on you from your Lord.
Dispute you with me over names which you
have named — you and your fathers — with
no authority from Alldh? Then wait, I am
with you among those who wait.”

72. So We saved him and those who were
with him by a mercy from Us, and We cut the
roots of those who belied Our 4ydt (proofs,
evidences, verses, lessons, signs, revelations,
etc.); and they were not believers.

73. And to Thamid (people, We sent)
their brother Salih. He said: “O my people!
Worship Allah! You have no other //dh (God)
but Him. (Ld ildha illalldh: none has the right
to be worshipped but Allah). Indeed there has
come to you a clear sign (the miracle of the
coming out of a huge she-camel from the
midst of a rock) from your Lord. This
she-camel of Allah is a sign unto you; so you
leave her to graze in Alldh’s earth, and touch
her not with harm, lest a painful torment
should seize you.

74. And remember when He made you
successors after ‘Ad (people) and gave you
habitations in the land, you build for
yourselves palaces in plains, and carve out
homes in the mountains. So remember the
graces (bestowed upon you) from Alldh, and
do not go about making mischief on the
earth.”

75. The leaders of those who were
arrogant among his people said to those who
were counted weak — to such of them as
believed: “Know you that Salih is one sent
from his Lord.” They said: “We indeed
believe in that with which he has been sent.”

76. Those who were arrogant said:
“Verily, we disbelieve in that which you
believe in.”

77.So they killed the she-camel and
insolently defied the Commandment of their
Lord, and said: “O Sailih! Bring about your
threats if you are indeed one of the
Messengers (of Allah).”

78. So the earthquake seized them, and
they lay (dead), prostrate in their homes.

79. Then he [Silih] turned from them, and
said: “O my people! I have indeed conveyed
to you the Message of my Lord, and have
given you good advice but you like not good
advisers.”

80. And (remember) Lit (Lot), when he
said to his people: “Do you commit the worst
sin such as none preceding you has
committed in the ‘dlamin (mankind and
Jinn)?

81. “Verily, you practise your lusts on
men instead of women. Nay, but you are a
people transgressing beyond bounds (by
committing great sins).”

82. And the answer of his people was only
that they said: “Drive them out of your town,
these are indeed men who want to be pure
(from sins)!”

83. Then We saved him and his family,
except his wife; she was of those who
remained behind (in the torment).

84. And We rained down on them a rain
(of stones). Then see what was the end of the

Mujrimin  (criminals,  polytheists and
sinners).
85.And to (the people of) Madyan

(Midian), (We sent) their brother Shu‘aib. He
said: “O my people! Worship Alldh! You
have no other /ldh (God) but Him. [Ld ildha
illalléh (none has the right to be worshipped
but Allah)].” Verily, a clear proof (sign) from
your Lord has come unto you; so give full
measure and full weight and wrong not men
in their things, and do not do mischief on the

89.“We should have invented a lie
against Alldh if we returned to your religion,
after Alldh has rescued us from it. And it is
not for us to return to it unless Allah, our
Lord, should will. Our Lord comprehends all
things in His Knowledge. In Allah (Alone) we
put our trust. Our Lord! Judge between us and
our people in truth, for You are the Best of
those who give judgment.”

90. The chiefs of those who disbelieved
among his people said (to their people): “If
you follow Shu‘aib, be sure then you will be

the losers!

91. So the earthquake seized them and
they lay (dead), prostrate in their homes.

92. Those who belied Shu‘aib, became as
if they had never dwelt there (in their homes).
Those who belied Shu‘aib, they were the
losers.

93. Then he (Shu‘aib) turned from them
and said: “O my people! I have indeed
conveyed my Lord’s Messages unto you and I
have given you good advice. Then how can I
sorrow for the disbelieving people’s
(destruction).”

94. And We sent no Prophet unto any
town (and they denied him), but We seized its
people with suffering from extreme poverty
(or loss in wealth) and loss of health (and
calamities), so that they might humiliate
themselves (and repent to Allah).

95. Then We changed the evil for the
good, until they increased in number and in
wealth, and said: “Our fathers were touched
with evil (loss of health and calamities) and
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with good (prosperity).” So We seized them
all of a sudden while they were unaware.

96. And if the people of the towns had
believed and had the Taqwd (piety), certainly,
We should have opened for them blessings
from the heaven and the earth, but they belied
(the Messengers). So We took them (with
punishment) for what they used to earn
(polytheism and crimes).

97. Did the people of the towns then feel
secure against the coming of Our punishment
by night while they were asleep?

98. Or, did the people of the towns then
feel secure against the coming of Our
punishment in the forenoon while they were

playing?

99. Did they then feel secure against the
Plan of Alldh? None feels secure from the
Plan of Alldh except the people who are the
losers.

100. Is it not clear to those who inherit the
earth in succession from its (previous)
possessors, that had We willed, We would
have punished them for their sins. And We
seal up their hearts so that they hear not?

101. Those were the towns whose story
We relate unto you (O Muhammad _L-
(43 «-le &1). And there came indeed to them
their Messengers with clear proofs, but they
were not such as to believe in that which they
had rejected before. Thus Allah does seal up
the hearts of the disbelievers (from every kind
of religious guidance).

102. And most of them We found not true
to their covenant, but most of them We found
indeed Fdsiqiin (rebellious, disobedient to
Allah).

103. Then after them We sent Miisa
(Moses) with Our Signs to Fir‘aun (Pharaoh)
and his chiefs, but they wrongfully rejected
them. So see how was the end of the
Mufsidiin (mischief-makers, corrupters).
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104. And Misa (Moses) said: “O Fir‘aun
(Pharaoh)! Verily, I am a Messenger from the
Lord of the ‘Alamin (mankind, jinn and all
that exists).

105. “Proper it is for me that I say nothing
concerning Alldh but the truth. Indeed I have
come unto you from your Lord with a clear
proof. So let the Children of Israel depart
along with me.”

106. [Fir‘aun (Pharaoh)] said: “If you
have come with a sign, show it forth, if you
are one of those who tell the truth.”

107. Then [Miisa (Moses)] threw his stick
and behold! it was a serpent, manifest!

108. And he drew out his hand, and
behold! it was white (with radiance) for the
beholders.

109. The chiefs of the people of Fir‘aun
(Pharaoh) said: “This is indeed a well-versed
sorcerer;

110. “He wants to get you out of your
land, so what do you advise?”

111. They said: “Put him and his brother
off (for a time), and send callers to the cities
to collect —

112. “That they bring to you all well-
versed sorcerers.”

113. And so the sorcerers came to Fir‘aun
(Pharaoh). They said: “Indeed there will be a
(good) reward for us if we are the victors.”

114. He said: “Yes, and moreover you
will (in that case) be of the nearest (to me).”

115. They said: “O Miisa (Moses)! Either
you throw (first), or shall we have the (first)
throw?”

116. He [Miasa (Moses)] said: “Throw
you (first).” So when they threw, they
bewitched the eyes of the people, and struck
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
